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The ESD on Campus Program will be completing this year’s tour of Chinese universities in the region of Shanghai – from Jiao-Tong University (Shanghai, China), to Fudan University (Shanghai, China), to Zhei Jang University (Hangzhou, China). During ESD on Campus lectures we have discussed ESDA; the ESD Technology Roadmap, Standards, Education, Tutorials and trends in the semiconductor industry, everything from MOSFETs, and Magneto- resistors, to Masks.

The conference will open with the President of National Chiao Tung University providing a talk. As part of the ESD on Campus ceremonies, Dr. Steven Voldman will provide a gift of the new ESD textbook, ESD: RF Technology ad Circuits, to the university president for the library of National Chiao-Tung University. The first Keynote talk is our own ESDA BoD member Dr. Charvaka Duvvury, speaking on “Silicon Technology Scaling and ESD Challenges” which should be an interesting presentation for the audience. In addition, ESDA BoD member Eugene Worley will be providing the Second Keynote Talk. To top off the Taiwan ESD Conference week, an ESD on Campus lecture will be provided to the electrical engineering (EE) student seminar of National Chiao-Tung University. And of course, there will be food. In the conference hall, you will see lacquer box lunches to banquets…Nimen chi le ma? (trans: Have you eaten yet?). This is an appropriate ending for a swing through China and Taiwan – from Jiao Tong to Chiao Tung.
