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In the fall semester of 2006, ESD on Campus will be traveling from the Wild West of Arizona to the Far East of China. While the EOS/ESD Symposium is underway in September 2006, the ESD on Campus program will be interacting with the faculty of the University of Arizona in Tucson, AZ. As part of our university outreach, while the ESDA is in Tucson, AZ, representatives of the ESD Board of Directors will be meeting with the EE faculty, discussing the ESD Symposium and providing a technical lecture on ESD phenomenon. EE faculty at the University of Arizona are interested in electronics, from software to hardware and RF communications. Professors Dongsheng Brian Ma, Janet Mei Ling and Robert (Shuguang) Cui will serve as our host and are quite excited that the ESD conference is in their city. 

Looking to the Far East, the ESD on Campus program will be heading to China for the first time in October 2006 to provide lectures while the semiconductor industry is attending the ICSICT. The ESD on Campus lectures will be held during the time frame of the IEEE International Conference on Solid-State and Integrated Circuit Technology (ICSICT), which will be held in Shanghai, China, Oct. 23-26, 2006. The ICSICT has been the best IEEE conference on integrated circuits and technology in China. Starting this year, ICSICT will be held every two years because of the recent explosive growth in China’s semiconductor market and industry; this year there are lectures and tutorials on ESD protection. During this conference, the organizers helped ESDA to establish lectures at the local universities after the conference. In Shanghai, lectures are being established with EE faculty in Chinese universities, such as Fudan University. 

Fudan University was founded in 1905 in Shanghai and is one of the leading universities in China with a long history and an international reputation for academic excellence. Fudan is Chinese for “a new morning,” and was named after a quote from the Confucian classic, Shang Shu. Fudan Da Xue (e.g. Da Xue is University) is composed of seventeen schools offering information on science and engineering, software, technology and engineering, network education and international cultural exchange. 

Crossing the Taiwan Strait, the ESD on Campus lecture series will be heading to Hsinchu to provide its first lecture at Tsing-hua University where the EE faculty are awaiting our arrival to talk about “Jin Dian Fang Dian” aka as “ESD.” Professor Ming Dou Ker, of the Taiwan ESD Conference and National Chiao-Tung University, has assisted in helping set up lectures at a sister university, Tsing-hua University in Hsin-chu, Taiwan. 

What else is on the list? The fall plan keeps evolving as opportunities arise…Georgia Tech, Illinois Institute of Technology, and others.

When we are at the campuses, it gives us a chance to talk about the great things that are happening in the ESD Association from research grants, education, tutorials, standards to certification. We expect another exciting year of campus visits and lectures through the Fall 2006 and Spring 2007 semesters! 

How is this effort different than prior years? In this program, a key objective is to reach out to new campuses that had not had the opportunity of lectures in ESD in prior years. A key goal is to expand the number of colleges and universities. Secondly, it is to include more lecturers, which includes many members of the ESDA BoD and executive committees. Third, the total funding budget has been increased to provide this new initiative. Fourth, the visits are made as “side-trips” to reduce total cost per visit. In this fashion, we can reach new students, new faculty, and new regions around United States, Canada, and internationally. 

In the first Spring Semester of 2005, the ESD On Campus planned two campus trips:

• University of Illinois Urbana-Champaign (UIUC) 

• University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee (UWM) 

The visit to the University of Illinois Urbana-Champaign was focused on the ESD research group of Professor Elyse Rosenbaum and the Electrical Engineering (EE) department. The ESD on Campus visit included an afternoon meeting new faculty of the Electrical Engineering department, a three hour visit with students working on ESD protection, a technical lecture and ESDA literature packages. The interest ranged from RF devices to TLP machines. 

The visit to the University of Wisconsin-Milwaukee (UWM) was focused on the Mechanical Engineering, Electrical Engineering, and Physics Department. The host was Professor Xiaoling He of Mechanical Engineering. The ESD on Campus visit included a visit with faculty, the Department Chairman of Mechanical Engineering, the Dean of the UWM Engineering School and an ESD technical lecture. The interests of this university range from corona discharge, interconnects, low-k materials and nanostructures. Additionally, from this visit an ESD research proposal was submitted for the ESDA University Research grant. 

Additionally, more ESD on Campus university visits are planned as side-trips in the travels to other ESD symposia around the world. 

This Fall Semester, the ESD on Campus will be providing lectures in the U.S. and internationally. The first visit is to National Taiwan University of Science and Technology (NTUST) with Professor S.L. Jang. A lecture, entitled “ESD in the Nanoelectronic Era” was provided to 200 students and faculty. In a second visit, a second talk on ESD in RF devices was given to 150 students at National Taiwan University (NTU),Taipei with host faculty member, Professor Jean-Fu Kiang.

With the new ESD on Campus program, the ESD BoD hope to visit many new colleges and university campuses to increase the interest in ESD in the U.S., Canada, and the world.
