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The University of California – Riverside has a student body of approximately 19,000.  The Bourne College of Engineering is one of three colleges on the UC Riverside campus.  The electrical engineering department has a total of 39 core and cooperating faculty members. Dr. Albert Wang leads the school’s research in ESD and ESD related topics, along with the standard electrical engineering programs.  Dr. Wang’s program is one of only a few such programs at the graduate level.

After arriving at the University the first day was spent with Dr. Albert Wang and his students.  Dr. Wang’s research includes ESD related topics such as EDA, ESD checks/verification of designs for ESD robustness, and co-design of very high frequency ESD circuits and RF functionality, including topics in RF/Analog/Mixed-Signal Integrated Circuits (IC), Reliability & ESD (Electrostatic Discharge) Protection design for ICs, SoC (System-on-a-Chip), IC CAD and Modeling, Emerging Semiconductor and Nano Devices. 

This event was the 2nd IEEE Student Research Symposium at UC Riverside in cooperation with the IEEE Electron Devices Society.  The event featured 3 invited speakers from industry.  In addition to myself (Nate Peachey), Dr. Steven Voldman (Intersil) and Dr. Bin Zhao (Freescale) gave talks.  Dr. Albert Wang was the faculty sponsor of this colloquium. Approximately 80 students attended the event along with many of the faculty in the electrical engineering department. Students gave poster presentations on the work that they were doing.  Cash prizes were given for the best graduate and undergraduate posters.
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
